The single headed spanners should be properly stored to minimize the risk of damage due to storage or 
transportation. The spanners should be stored separately from other equipment to avoid mechanical damage. 
The spanners should be protected from excessive heat and sun light. The spanners should be cleaned after 
each use.

o the clarity and completeness of the labeling, 
o the validity of the periodic inspection. 

Protection against bridging test consists of checking element in the measurement system of the test 
voltage of 1.2 Un (maximum rated voltage pieces of equipment). 

Electrical testing shall be considered as passed if no spark-over or electric discharges are observed. 

Damaged, heavily worn or soiled items of equipment may not be used in live work. If equipment gets 
wet, dry it thoroughly before use.
