The nozzle is made with injection 
technology, ended with threaded connector that allows the nozzle to be attached to the suction tube. 
The nozzle is an additional piece of equipment and is attached to the set on request. 

 CHARACTERISTICS  

 
The nozzle is used for live work up to 1000 V AC or up to 1 500 V DC. It is part of a dry cleaning kit for 
cleaning live electrical equipment. The nozzle is designed to remove dirt from electrical equipment and 
apparatus. 

 APPLICATION 

 
The nozzle should be stored in a case or suitcase to protect it from mechanical damage. The nozzle 
should be stored in dry rooms, away from heat sources, in a chemically non-aggressive atmosphere. 
Protect from sunlight. 
Nozzles should be cleaned after each use. Clean them by wiping the outer surfaces with a dry cloth.  
If heavily soiled, clean exterior surfaces with a cloth dampened with water and mild detergent or a cloth 
dampened with ASOREL and dry thoroughly.

o the legibility and completeness of nozzle markings. 

Damaged (cracks, thread seizure) or dirty nozzles must not be used for live work. If damp, the suction 
cups should be thoroughly dried before use. 
 
CAUTION! 
In case of doubt after visual inspection, the nozzle shall be withdrawn from use in live work or subjected 
to electrical testing or subjected to electrical tests.
